Eligibility Guidelines

1. AICCM financial membership in 2024 and renewed for the 2025 calendar year is mandatory to be eligible for selection.

2. Mid-career is defined as at least 10 years of experience in the conservation field.

3. The Mid-career Scholarship is an award of AUD$4000. It is paid upon receipt of an AICCM payment claim form with proof of expenditure. The award can only be paid into Australian financial accounts.
4. The recipient must use the funds for the project proposed in the original application.

5. All AICCM members can apply, excluding the selection committee (National President and Membership Services Officer) and past ArtsNational Mid-career Scholarship recipients.

6. Selection is made by the AICCM selection committee (National President, Membership Services Officer and a past recipient) in conjunction with the ArtsNational Selection Committee. Applicants are welcome to request feedback. The decision made by the combined Selection Committees, however, is final.

7. Past Mid-career Scholarship applicants are welcome to reapply (past successful recipients, however, are ineligible to apply.)

8. Technical language should be defined for the layperson where possible.

9. Additional information to support the application is welcome. For instance, images, web screenshots, workshop fliers, etc.

10. Information and images submitted as part of the application are confidential and will not be published or shared publicly.
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
